As shared by Red Deer Catholic Regional Schools, unless a settlement is reached 
between the Alberta Teachers’ Association (ATA) and the Teachers’ Employer 
Bargaining Association (TEBA), teachers will begin strike action at 12:01 a.m. on 
Monday, October 6, 2025. 
 
This means that: 
 

●​ Our school will be closed starting Monday, October 6, until the strike is over. 
●​ There will be no classes or extracurricular activities during this time. 
●​ Students have been encouraged to take home any personal items they may 

need, including medications, indoor shoes, water bottles, and textbooks or library 
books. 

●​ Please note: During the strike, teachers and school administrators are not 
permitted to perform their regular duties. We kindly ask that families avoid 
emailing/calling staff at this time. Thank you for your understanding.
